Tip 1: 
Buy a children's Bible and a regular Bible in simple language. 
It contains many important stories in the correct order. I will tell you how the Bible is divided in the next section.
- Read a story from the children's bible. Then search (via google) where the story is in the regular Bible.
You will see that it is the same story, but with more details. It is also possible that the children's bible has a little more 'coloured' in terms of emotions, etc.
You can read a Bible passage in different ways, for example from a distance; you read it like a story. You can also imagine standing there and watching it happen. Or you read it and imagine yourself as one of the people the story is about.
You will notice that a Bible story comes to you in a different way.
​
Hint 2:
Before you open the Bible, go in prayer. That doesn't have to be very complicated, for example you can pray: 'Lord God, I want to read a part of the Bible, would you help me to understand what the story is about?'
You can also say a prayer after reading the Bible, for example: “Lord, does this story mean anything to me? Can I learn something, for example how to deal with my neighbor?'
​
Tip 3:
Find background information on the Internet about this Bible passage. There are many explanations/sermons or Bible studies available. For example, type '
John 3:16' in the search bar.
​
Tip 4:
Have a conversation with people. Perhaps you know someone who has Bible knowledge and would like to be a mentor to you. It is useful to be able to ask someone your questions. It is also good to talk to others about faith.Matthew 18 verse 20 says: Where two or three are gathered together in My name, there I am in the midst of them. 
You may want to join a small group (or start your own) to discuss a Bible story together.
